He has a clear voice and the gift to speak without notes – however by being creative he has been able to find an appropriate way to stick to the structure of his prayers/sermon which in the early services may have been lacking. 
David is always prepared to “raise the bar” and to try different things, and he will certainly not be “boxed in” to be a stereotypical local preacher. His choice of words, particularly in prayer has been found to be helpful to many.
