Pass on your unneeded items to the Canaan Christian Trust
and we’ll use them to help others in the name of Jesus
What do we do?

We redistribute donated household items and clothing to those in serious need.  Several shipments a year are sent to Eastern European refuges and orphanages.  Starting this year, items are also being distributed locally.   Recipients are generally referred by local agencies that serve the homeless, those escaping domestic abuse, or in a housing crisis.  As we want to assist those who are the most desperate, we never charge for what we provide.

How do you do this?

We accept donations of furniture, clothing, shoes, household items, sporting gear, medical items, toys and scrap metal.  Wardrobes and chest of drawers are a special need.  We also need carpet for newly provided housing for local clients.  We take nearly everything except knick-knacks.  Donated goods are sorted in the warehouse and stored until they go out.  What can’t be used is recycled and the recycling income helps to pay for transport and shipping.

How Can I Help?

1. Donate items to our warehouse.  For those who want to drop things off, we hold an open day on the last Saturday of each month from 2-4 pm.   The warehouse is behind Olivers Fish and Chips on Cold Bath Road.  If you want to donate large items, call us to arrange a pickup time.
2. Volunteer to help us sort goods at the warehouse.  There is a high throughput of items.  As this is an entirely voluntary organization, we need lots of help.  

3. Tell others about our work and encourage them to help where they can.
